UM Alerts: Registering a Cell Phone or Other SMS Device 

UM Alerts is the system used by the Emergency Management Team to send text messages about campus 
emergencies or campus closures to the University community. 

This document provides instructions on how to register personal devices capable of receiving SMS text 
messages such as cell phones, Blackberry devices, or pagers to also receive these alerts. 

1. Log into your UM Alerts Account with your myUMid and password. 

2. In the “SMS (Text Messaging) area, enter your phone number, select your service provider or 
carrier, and click on the “Add SMS” button.
